ENTRIES: Swimmer's age as of June 18, 2010 will determine the eligibility for the age  division. Submit best LC meter times. All events will be timed finals. Indicate the total number of swimmers AND individual events on the enclosed sheet and return it with the entry forms. If you wish confirmation of entries received, please enclose a stamped, self-addressed postcard or envelope. Meet results will be mailed to teams with 5 swimmers or more.   Each swimmer may enter a total of five (5) individual events per day. No relays will be offered due to our time constraints.   Deck entries will be permitted if the meet director determines that time permits.  Swimmers not already entered in the meet MUST bring proof of current USS  membership in order to be allowed to deck enter. Individual deck entries are $5.00.

RULES: USA Swimming rules will govern the meet. All swimmers must be registered athletes of USA Swimming. All coaches will be required to sign-in prior to each session and present their USA Swimming Coaching Membership Card at that time. No parent or spectator will be allowed on deck except to perform a service or function at the request of the meet officials. Wheelchair and handicap access is available. Contact the meet management concerning this issue.

MEET PROCEDURE: It is our intent to have pre-seeded all events 100M and less with the first heat of each event comprised of the SLOWEST times entered and the last heat comprised of the FASTEST times entered. We will deck-seed all other events and run them in the same manner (slowest to fastest). Note that the 1500M free on Friday night will be swum fastest to slowest alternating female and male heats. We reserve the rights to combine sexes in the final heat to

preserve time, if necessary.

BULLPEN/Clerk of Course: 11 & over athletes are to report directly to the blocks for their events. The bullpen for 10 & under swimmers will be located under the pine trees just to the west of the pool at the starting block end of the pool.

AWARDS: Awards will be handed out to coaches at the meet after the results of all events have been announced. We will award the following age group categories: 8 & under, 9 - 10, 11-12 & 13-14.
